Verdi's " Falstaff"

A"TAHIS workj the last opera Verdi wrote,
X which Deutschlandsender is to broadcast
on Whit-Sunday, at 8 p.m., is, by common
consent, the greatest achievement of his long
career. Composed in his eightieth year, itis full
of the vitality and good spirits usually associated
with youth, and it has the same infectious
humour as Shakespeare’s play. In the main,
Falstaff is not in set pieces—songs, arias, and
instrumental numbers—but develops with a
more complete cohesion than opera was wont
to do until Wagner showed the way in his,
music-dramas. Not that Verdi’s owes much
to Wagner ; different as the opera is from
his earlier works, bigger and more impressive
in almost every way, it is still distinctly Italian
in its charm and lightness.

And although there are no distinct “ num-
bers,” there are many characteristic moments
on which Verdi sei?ed to give us the benefit
of his wonderful gift of melody. Most of
1;hem are allotted to Falstaff—his praises of
Mistress Ford in the first act. “ O love, with
eyes like stars,” the famous “ Honour ” mono-
logue, of which the text is borrowed from
Henry 1V, and his song scene of Act II,
“When | was a Page,” are typical numbers.
But the music is all so merry and melodious
that one gives no thought as to what this or
that piece of music has to do with the course
of the story.

Siegfried Wagner Anniversary

To commemorate the seventieth anniversary
of the birth of Siegfried Wagner—in honour
of whose birth the Idyll was composed by
his father—Cologne is to transmit a pro-
gramme of his music on Sunday at 8.30 p.m.
Those who sw*him conduct a BBC Symphony
Concert in the Albert Hall in April, 1927,
discerned in his confident command of the
orchestra something of his father’s strength
of purpose, and his untimely death in 1930
was a severe loss to music.

Trained as an architect, he soon deserted
that career for music and, though he had a
good volume of original work to his credit
—operas and big orchestral pieces among it
—he had devoted himself for years to super-
vising faithful performances of his father’s
music-dramas, carrying on the devoted labours
which his mother’s failing health had forced
her to lay down. She, too, died in the same
year, a few months before her son. And so
the 1dyll, written joyously for his birth, must
now become his own elegy, and hers—as per-
fect a thing of its order as true affection has
ever inspired.

"Rhapsody in Blue"

W hile probably best known to the general
public by his Rhapsody in Blue, which Warsaw
broadcasts on Monday at 10.5 p.m., or by
such sparkling musical plays as Stop Flirting,
Tell Me More, and Lady, Be Good, the late
George Gershwin was much more than a mere
composer of jazz tunes. His death two years
ago at the age of forty was a real loss to
the world of music. In his native America he
had been accorded an important place among
present-day musicians, and he was expected to
go much farther. Beginning his career as a
pianist, he caught the public fancy while he
was the merest youngster by a number of
successful songs, of which Stoanee is the most
famous.

The Rhapsody in Blue was his first im-
portant piece, and in it he has turned the
virile rhythm of jazz to such good account
as ta make it a tonic for an age which needs
all the health and vigour it can find.

Brahms's Second Symphony

It seems inconceivabh to-day, but on its first
public performance, Brahms’s Second Sym-
phony, which we shall have the pleasure of
hearing from Brno on Wednesday, at 8 p.m.,
met with an icy reception. The critics, and
even his admirers, disapproved because they
considered it too lighthearted to be worthy of
the composer of so much dignified, and even

solemn, music. But now, of course, the Sym-
phony is counted among the world’s greatest
treasures of music.

There are the usual four movements, the
first with two big main themes, both joyous
in character. The slow movement begins with
two themes at once, both played by the
lower-toned instruments, and the third move-
ment is like a scherzo with two trios. In the
last movement the exultant happiness, which
has been heard almost all the way through,
rises to a more emphatic note, and the move-
ment is full of splendid and strenuous energy.

"The Trout" Quintet

Despite the inconvenient hour, there are few
Schubert lovers, having the opportunity, who
will not tune in Hilversum 1 on Friday,
at 3.55, for the broadcast of the delightful
Quintet in A (“The Trout”). It is a fine
example of Schubert’s felicity of expression ;
and the manner of its composition in 1819 was
one of the astonishing feats in the history of
music. Schubert was on holiday at Steyr, a
charming little town near Linz, surrounded by
congenial company, and it was these friends
who inspired the Quintet. He wrote the parts
without making any score, and played the
pianoforte part at the first performance with-
out having written any of it at all. Here, as
in the Death and the Maiden String Quartet,
Schubert has built up one of the movements
on a song of his own. Die Forelle (* The
Trout ™).

Donizetti's "Don Pasquate"

To wind up an entertaining week’s musical
programmes the Berlin station announces a
studio performance of Donizetti’s rollicking
comic opera Don Pasquale for Friday at 8.15
p.m. The cast is an outstanding one with
Erna Berger as the young widow, Norina,
Eduard Kandl as Don Pasquale, Karl Sclimitt-
Walter as Dr. Malatesta, and Gino Sinimberghi

as the lover, Emesto.

INDIA'STHIUTEENTIi IRANS.MIT FER
»"RICHINOPOLY —"* Trichy ” for short—
X was “put on the air” on May 16, at
6 p.m. This is the thirteenth transmitter of
All India Radio, broadcasting on 397 metres
(758 kc/s) daily from 2 to 3 p.m. and from
6 to 9.30 p.m. Indian Standard Time. The
power is 5 kW and the wavelength, w'hich is
the I«Migest used in India, has been chosen to
suit the particular type of soil in the Trichy
area.

Trichy is a centre of Tamil culture, and
the new station, unlike others already in opera-
tion, is not likely to be baffled by a multiplicity
of tongues and styles of music demanded by
its regular listeners. Just as Madras has, in
less than a year, familiarised listeners with the
classical style of Carnatic music, till then a
stranger to the ether, Trichy is expected to
concentrate on the more popular forms of
South Indian music. Trichy staned its career
with the good wishes of the Governor of
Madras (Lord Erskine) and the Honble. Mr.
C. Rajagopalachariar, the Congress Premier
in the Madras Government, who broadcast
talks on the opening day.

A FACTOR IN WORLD TENSION
T he critical effects of the uneven distribudon
of the world’s mineral resources on the present
international situation, and ultimate adjust-
ments that must be made between * have”
and “ have-not” nations, were the basis of a
recent NBC broadcast by Prof. C. K. Leith,
of the University of Wisconsin.  Professor
Leith pointed out that, fundamentally, the
problem can be met in only two ways—by a
more equitable distribution or by resistance on
the part of the “ have” nadons to such re-
distribution. He expressed the opinion that
the mineral wealth of the United States, the
world’s largest producer, largest consumer, and
largest distributor of minerals and their deriva-

tives, ultimately would be a stake in any
struggle for redistribution, unless a peaceful
solution is found first.

Professor Leith is one of the world’s out-
standing geologists, and is noted for his re-
search and writings on the economic, political,
and social aspects of mineral resources. He
is Professor of Geology at Wisconsin, and was
a member of the American delegation at the
Peace Conference in 1919.

VOUNGESr ROYAL BROADCAS IER?

Prince Albert of Liege, third child of the
King of the Belgians, is almost certainly the
youngest Royal prince to broadcast. When, on
Saturday last, following his speech at the
inaugural ceremony of the Liege Exhibition,
King Léopold told listeners that his son would
open the Show this gave untold pleasure to
fiis subjects.

Prince Albert, who is not yet five years old,
had to stand upon a chair to reach the micro-
phone, but he pluckily faced the attendant
officials, and spoke in a clear, ringing voice.
“ Je déclare he began, and then
stopped. His father leaned over and
whispered the rest in his ear (the whisper was
audible to the overjoyed listeners), and the
little boy began again and continued without
faltering: “ Je déclare ouverte I’exposirion de
I’eau,” and the water exhibition was thereupon
“open.” Almost all Belgium was listening
and was duly thrilled.

rilE NEW RADIO-PARIS

T rials are now going on at the new trans-
mission station of Radio-Paris at Allouis, in
the centre of France, near Vierzon. After a
transitional period, Allouis will take over the
entire work of the present station at Essarts-
le-Roi before the end of the year. The station
has been constructed by the Société Francaise
Radio-électrique, and its aerial, with four
pylons, has been designed on original lines.
The devices to reduce fading in long wave-
lengths are stated to be the most effective yet
known. The circuits which connect with the
various studios in Paris and the provinces take
advantage of the underground cables which
link up Paris and the big towns.

NBC EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMMES
Although its revenue is derived solely from
advertising, more than one-fifth of the National
Broadcasting Company’s total programme
service during 1938 was educational in cha-
racter. The annual programme analysis shows
that commercially sponsored programmes con-
sumed only 29.6 per cent, of the total broad-
casting time, and the balance, 70.4 per cent.,
was devoted to sustaining programmes. Owing
to the increased interest in public affairs and
the growing popularity of audience-participa-
tion programmes, programmes classified as
“ Talks and Dialogue ” showed the greatest
gain over other types. The report shows that
9.7 per cent, of all broadcasting hours during

the year was devoted to talks and dialogue
compared with 7.9 per cent, during 1937.
During the year a new peak was reached in
dramatic entertainment, while music and
comedy both suffered declines. Although 1938
was an especially significant year for “ news-
worthy ” events, the amount of time devoted
to news broadcasts actually declined. Only
3.4 per cent, of all programme ume was
devoted to news, a decrease of one-tenth of
one per cent, from 1937.

Music programmes accounted for 58.2 per
cent, of the total time * on the air drama
and dramatic readings to 17.8 per cent. ;
sports, 1.8 per cent. ; comedy, 2.8 per cent, i
women’s programmes, 15 per cent j
children’s programmes, 3.7 per cent., and
religious programmes, 1.1 per cent.

IHE LADY ON THE COVER
Before she went to join her mother in Berlin,
Mile. Rosita Serrano, the subject of our front
cover picture, had had spectacular success in
Paris, where she was known as “ La Chilenita.’*
In Germany she has quickly estabHshed herself
as a popular cabaret and broadcasting singer.

Mile. Serrano was bom at Vifda del Mar,
Chile, and since coming to Europe has
appeared in films in Portugal. In addition
to her broadcasts, many of which are trans-
mitted in the German short-wave programmes
to South America she has made numerous
records for Telefunken-Platte.

SUMMER OPERA IN ITALY

An elaborate and varied programme on opera,
calculated to suit the general public and lovers
of musical rarities, is announced by EIAR for
the forthcoming summer season. The numerous
opera-houses of Italy generally close down
about June, and the opera-loving public, which
is a very much Target one in Italy than in
England, looks to the studio orchestra of the
EIAR to provide opera during the summer
months. There are, of course, the out-of-
door opera performances in various cities such
as those given at the Baths of Caracalla and
the Maxentius Forum in Rome, but these are
not enough.

EIAR is giving this summer, to inaugurate
the season on May 28, Verdi’s Sicilian Vespers.
The same author’s Falstaff will also be broad-
cast. Puccini will be represented by La Ron-
dine and Girl of the Golden West. Leon-
cavallo’s (Edipus Rex, Mascagni’s Zanetto,
and William Ratcliff are included in the list
of operas.

Others announced include
given works as  Zandonai’s
Alfano’s Legend of Sakuniala, Malipiero’s
Torneo Notturno, Rossini’s Conte Ory,
Bellini’s Pirate, Donizetu’s Poliuto (an opera
written for the French operatic stage), Gluck’s
Orpheus and Eurydice, and Strauss’s Elektra.
In addition, a number of more popular works
will be broadcast, though the EIAR has aimed
at broadcasting operas less frequently heard
in the theatres of Italy.

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A More Powerful

THE NEW DEUTSCHLANDSENDER
The German Minister of the Post Office, Herr
Ohnesorge, opened the new Deutschlandsender
transmitting station at Herzberg, in Saxony,
some 55 miles south of Berlin, on Friday,
May 19. The fact that the station was designed
for 150 kW seems to prove that the rumours
that it took three years to build are correct,
writes our Berlin Correspondent. The power
will be increased to 200 kW on March 4 next
year. It is stated that the aerial mast has a
total height of 1,100 ft. from the ground, and
that it bears, at the summit, a circular “ ring ”
with a diameter of 80 ft. The mast acts
as an aerial in itself, and stands on a single
insulator which has to support, the report
states, a weight of one thousand German tons.

A special system of modulation has been
employed, which gives increased range without
infringing international regulations, and saves
current at the same time. At some future date,
it is said, +e aerial system will be extended
to give it anti-fading properties by adding to
the number of aerial masts.

MOMREUX RESERVATIONS
Futter reports of the recent Montreux Con-
ference indicate the reservations with which
the French delegation accepted the general
scheme, writes our Paris Correspondent. If
the synchronisations of certain French groups
prove difficult in practice an effort will be
made to modify the groupings by agreement
with other Governments interested. By a
similar procedure it will be sought to increase
the wavelength of Radio-37, a private station,
the wavelength allotted at Montreux being
declared to be too short to allow the station
to carry out its service satisfactorily.

ReserVations were made in respect of three
other stations—the He de France, Radio-
Mediterranee, and Radio-Normandie. The
French Government also reserves the right to
increase the power of certain stations if the
precautions to prevent interference by the
German station at Saarbricken—which is to
have its power considerably increased under
the Montreux plan—should prove to be
ineffective.

PROPAGANDA EXCHANGES

T he Romanian broadcasting company, accord-
ing to a correspondent, has recently initiated a
plan for the inter-State exchange of propa-
gandist programmes. Those States which
are party to the scheme will arrange pro-
grammes of music and text in the language
of the country of destination, and such pro-
grammes will be recorded and despatched to
the appropriate broadcasting authority. In
some instances exchanged programmes will be
transmitted simultaneously—i.e., Brussels might
broadcast a Romanian recorded programme
and Bucharest would radiate one which had
been despatched from Belgium.  Thirty
countries, up to the present, have signified their
readiness to participate in this circular scheme.

Of the two new stations in course of erection
in Romania—one in Cluj, capital of the pro-
vince of Transylvania, and the other in Timi-
soara, capital of the Banat—that at Timisoara
is expected to begin testing in September on
a wavelength of 212.6 m. (1,411 kc/s).

SOUTH AFRICA’S NEW SCHEMES
The annual report of the South African
Broadcasting Corporation for 1938 reveals an
increase of 32,687 in the number -of effective
listeners’ licences. New licences issued
numbered 54,807, and the difference of 22,120
between the number of new licences and the
effective increase w'as due largely to the non-
renewal of licences. Since 1936 the number
has increased from 161,767 to 212,914 and
the percentage of licensed listeners to European
population is now 10.2, with a total revenue
of £301,269.

Tenders have been invited from firms in
Germany, Holland, America, and Great Britain
for the supply of a short-wave transmitter of
not less than 5 kW to replace the one at
Roberts Heights. This will provide a full-time
short-wave service from Johannesburg. Other
developments contemplated are the provision
of additional medium-wave transmitters at
Cape Town, Bloemfontein, Pretoria, and
Kimberley, an additional short-wave trans-
mitter at Durban, and the erection of a
diversity receiving station. *

"QANGRE y arena.” These three Spanish
Owords, which make the title of a famous
novel by the late Spanish writer Blasco Ibafiez,
haunted me for thiny-three months, while I
listened almost every night to the short waves
that told of the fratricidal war in the country
of “blood, voluptuousness, and death,” as
another writer, Maurice Barrés, termed it.

“ Sangre y arena” means not only “blood
and sand,” but “blood and games;” and this
is actually how Spain appeared to me during
those endless months.

Many times did | tune in to'“ Union Radio
Madrid ” to hear the cry “ No pasardn” and
“iViva la Republica libre!” (They shall not
pass. Long live the free Republic!). Turning
the knob one or two millimetres farther, I lis-
tened to the burning speeches from Seville by
General Queipo de Llano, who continually pre-
dicted the “shameful end of the Reds.’f

On a two-inch spread of the dial brothers at
enmity were insulting and threatening each
other, from Madrid, Salamanca, Barcelona, Val-
ladolid, Valencia, and Burgos. Here was the
“blood ” side of the “war in the air.” The
“ games” were provided by transmissions of
typical folk-lore music. As | picked up, at
random, Spanish stations, | frequently stumbled
upon guitar rasgueados (quick successions of
strums on the strings), providing for the rhythm
of dances or of cante flamenco (gipsy song).
So long as the dance lasted | could not tell
which side was broadcasting, but as the last
chord died away, and | heard infuriated voices,
| awoke from a dream of peace and music to
find myself again confronted by the grim shadow
of slaughter.

Madrid “ (Carries On”

My most thrilling experience was at the very
beginning of the war. In the tram, after work,
| saw a title splashed on a newspaper front page :
" Madrid has been taken by the troops of
General Franco!” | hurried home, turned the
knob to Madrid, and at 7.30 p.m. heard the
first bars of the “ Internationale,” telling me that
the “ paper story” was false. Later came the
announcement: “ Aqui, estacion radiotelefénica
de Madrid. Vamos a radiar unos aires populaires
de Valencia.” (Here is the wireless station of
Madrid. We now broadcast popular tunes of
Valencia.)  After some dances and cante
records, the microphone was switched on to the
Monumental Cinema, of Madrid, where the
Frente Popular was staging a mass demonstra-
tion on the occasion of the nineteenth anniver-
sary of the Soviet Union of Republics.

A Listener Recalls some Eventful War-TimeTransmissions

“mike” on many occasions with such violence
and anger that his voice seemed on the verge
of bursting the loudspeaker. Signor Mussolini’s
voice came through recently with such strength
that | had to close the window—but never have
I been struck by accents so impassioned as those
of the orators of that night.

| jotted down some sentences which reflected
the spirit of Madrid’s defenders in that fateful,
hour, when all newspapers announced their sur-
render. “No podemos retroceder, defenderemos
Madrid con las ufias, con los dientes.” (We may
not retreat, we shall defend Madrid with nails
and teeth.) “No tomaran Madrid . . . No
pasaran . . . Defenderemos Madrid calle por
calle, casa por casa, milimetro por milimetro
hasta que cada calle sera un rio de sangre. ...”
(They shall not capture Madrid. They shall not
pass. We shall defend Madrid street after street,
house after house, millimetre by millimetre, until
each street will be a river of blood.)

Sjieeches by “ La Pasionaria”
Later, from the respective sides, | heard
enthusiastic transmissions when Malaga and
Barcelona fell, when the Italians retreated at
Guadalajara, when the Republicans took Teruel.
I heard speeches by Dolores Ibarruri (“La
Pasionaria ”), the famous Communist woman
deputy. | have listened to the most apalling
tales of bombardment, persecutions, executions,
and flights.

I heard, during the last stages of the
war, the “ Radio Espafia del Frente de Madrid,
al servicio de Espafia y a los Ordenes del
Caudillo” (Radio Spain, on the Madrid front,
at the service of Spain and under the orders of
the Leader) send code messages to the *“fifth
column ” in Madrid. The names of the persons
to whom the messages were addressed were
usually concealed like this: " Atencion .
Arag6n 33!” or “ Atencion . . . Salamanca 2,”
followed by long dictations of series of three
figures:345-638-521-542, etc.

The most famous broadcaster of the Spanish
War was General Queipo de Llano. His daily

charla (gossip) from Seville was listened to by
everyone, even in the Republican area. | often
heard his harsh voice, often tinged with irony
and always threatening. On October 19, 1937,
he began by saying he had been shot (said
the “Reds”) by a high official in his car.
“ ¢Comprenden el horror que me ha producido
la noticia ? ” (Do you realise the horror the news
caused to me ?), he said, sarcastically.

Listening lo the General

His talks invariably began with *“ Buenas
noches, sefiores ” (Soldiers ignore “ ladies” in
war-time), and ended with “ Y nada mas, sefiores.
Muy buenas noches.” (And nothing more. A
very good night.) Minimo Catalan, a Barcelona
Nationalist journalist who was forced to hide
until Franco took the city, has just told how
he managed to listen to the General every
night.

“We had the joy and the surprise to find,
on a small place on the dial, a most unusual
station, a station which broadcast records of
guitar and cante flamenco—and news from
the Ejército Salvador (the army of the
saviours). That was Seville. We called General
Queipo de Llano ‘Sefior Pla’ or ‘our friend
Pla.” We said to true friends: ‘Did you hear
our friend Pla yesterday ? He was mar-
vellous !~
On March 28 of this year | tuned in to

Madrid to find that the Nationalists had taken
possession of the studio. “ Madrid,” said an
announcer, “is living its first real Spanish night,
with joy and tears !” “The dead martyrs
in Heaven to-night thank Franco ! jArriba
Espafia! jViva Franco !”

The New Government Service
The end of the civil war in Spain makes neces-
sary the complete reorganisation of broadcasting,
under the control of the new Government.
The group of 70 small transmitters, of which

RADIO BY SUBSCRIPTION
The Dutch Broadcasting System

«AH IS year Dutch broadcasting has celebrated
X its twentieth anniversary, for it was in Feb-
ruary, 1919, that the first public demonstration
of wireless telephony was given, at the annual
exhibition at Utrecht, by Philips and the Dutch
radio industry at The Hague. This demonstra-
tion was followed, in November, 1919, by weekly
broadcasts from the Dutch radio industry, on a
wavelength of about 1,000 metres. The object
of the broadcasts was to stimulate the purchase
of wireless equipment by amateurs.

In 1922 the
N.S.F. in Hilver-
sum (which was
producing trans-
mitting equipment
for commercial
use, and is now
part of the Philips
concern) built a
small transmitter
for experimental
purposes, and
began broadcast-
ing regular pro-
grammes.  These
broadcasts aroused ¢
great public in-
terest, and it was
around these
transmissions that
the Dutch broadcasting system was developed in
Hilversum.

Pioneered by Amateurs

However, up to 1922 there were only occa-
sional broadcasts, and listeners began to clamour
for regular programmes. When the N.S.F.
explained that they could not undertake the
expense this would entail, a number of radio
amateurs banded themselves into an association
for this purpose. The members paid an annual
subscription, and with this income the associa-
tion was able to rent the transmitter and to pay
artists.  From the moment the broadcasts
started, there was a rapid increase in member-
ship, and the formation of other associations
soon followed.

By 1925 there were four such associations, all
of which are still in existence—the AVRO
(General Society for Radio Broadcasting), the
VARA (The Workers’ Radio Society), the KRO

,The four broadcasthifi societies in Holland each hat'e their own separate studio buildings.

(Roman Catholic), and the NCRV (Protestant).
These organisations were founded primarily
for the purpose of broadcasting pro-
grammes in accordance with the tastes of their
members.

At this stage there was only one transmitter
available and the time for each association was
severely restricted. This caused fierce com-
petition for “time on the air.” The trouble
was largely overcome by the erection of a second
transmitter ; and the Government finally divided
the available time into four equal parts, allotting
one transmitter to two associations, and the other
transmitter to the two other associations. Time
is divided in such a way that, in general, one
association is broadcasting one day, and the
other association the next day.

When, some two years ago, the Romanian Brasov
transmitter came into use, on a wavelength of
1,875 metres, there was considerable interfer-
ence with the Dutch programmes. As it was
not possible to settle the question by agreement,
the Dutch G.P.O. built another transmitter for
the only available wavelength (415 metres). This
is an experimental transmitter, and broadcasts
the programme of the 1,875-metre station.
Eventually this will be replaced by a high-power
transmitter.

Nobody using a wireless set in Holland is
obliged to pay anything to the Government or
any other body for the service, and it may seem
an astonishing fact that the four broadcasting
organisations have about half a million subscrib-
ing members. This is no small number when it
is remembered that the population of the country
is only about eight millions. There is just one
obligation: the owners of receiving sets are re-
quired to register them at the Post Office. Any-
one failing to comply with this regulation is
liable to prosecution.

Sound Fiimnccs
Apart from the subscriptions, Dutch broad-
casting has no other source of income (advertis-
ing is not allowed), but the organisations are
powerful financially, and they are able to pro-
duce programmes of a high standard.

In some broadcasts the various associations
naturally endeavour to further their own par-
ticular point of view, but they are not allowed
to exploit matters that might be objectionable
to other sections.

The VARA sttidios in Hilversum.

A special Government Commission is
appointed to see that the regulations are
properly carried out, and it has power to stop
the transmission of anything it considers im-
proper. It is interesting to recall that the early
broadcasts were produced in dwelling-houses in
Hilversum. In 1932 the VARA opened the
first Broadcasting House especially built for the
purpose. In 1936 the AVRO followed, and
finally the KRO opened their new Broadcast-
ing House last year. The NCRV building is
still in construction. All these buildings are
provided with modern equipment and all the
facilities of modern broadcasting studios.

To sum up, one of the main advantages
of the Dutch system is that the method of
raising funds makes it necessary to consult
listeners’ tastes in the compilation of pro-
grammes. In addition, the healthy competition
between the associations ensures the maintenance
of a general high level. The one drawback, from
the associations’ point of view, is that a large
body of non-subscribers enjoy the benefits of
their services without let or hindrance.

JAZZ v. SWING

In my opinion, jazz and swing are two totally
different things. Swing is a manner of dancing
to the rhythm of a slow foxtrot or a quickstep.
On the other hand, one can hardly dance to jazz
music—"eal jazz music—nor is it intended for
dancing.

With jazz one should listen attentively to the
soloists and try to grasp the meaning of every-
thing which is played. The essence of jazz is
not the melody with accompanying harmony.
The jazz player has the melody in his mind ; he
does not play the melody in its exact form, but
variations on it ; he varies it so that all possible
—and, for untrained ears, impossible—tones are
to be heard in it. Each man plays what be likes,
so to speak, but all play their variations at the
same time. That is what | understand by jazz.
Anyone who knows the piece and is also “ jazz
trained  will immediately be able to pick out the
fundamental melody, though it is not actually
played. A certain amount of training of the ear
is necessary for this.

Jazz is not “ dead,” as Mr. Prince expressed
it, but is still very much alive, especially in
America; Benny Goodman and Teddy Wilson’s
quartets, and Fats Waller and his ensemble arc
the only hot jazz bands which can be understood
at all by some culmred Europeans.

To sum up, swing music is dance music ; jazz
music is for listening to—but only for those who
understand it.

I hold jazz to be an advanced stage in the
de\elopment of music ! | am waiting for the
creation of good European jazz bands, which will
surc'y come from England.

VERDI V. PUCCINI

Mr. Albert Salomone’s letter is very interest-
ing and provocative. Of course, anybody would
agree that Puccini at his best is better than Verdi
at his weakest; that Butterfly is a more inspired
tragedy than Trovatore, but would any respons-
ible critic or historian suggest that Puccini at
his best comes anywhere near the Verdi of
Otello, or is even as great as the Verdi of The
Masked Ball ? And though we should all use
our own judgment in these matters, genera! con-
sensus of informed opinion is not to be ignored.

It is curious that Mr. Salomone does not seem
to realise the amazing advance of Verdi even
into his old age: with one exception all the
Verdi operas he mentions arc early ones, and to
compare the choral work in Trovatore or Rigo-
letto with that in Otello is surely rather strange.
It would seem as though he prefers Puccini to
the early Verdi because Puccini learned some-
thing from Massenet, Wagner, and (latterly)
Debussy ; so that his operas become “ a success-
ful synthesis of lyric opera and impressionism—
with a suggestion of the Wagnerian music drama

thrown in” (if | may quote my “ From Monte-
verdi to Sibelius”). But there is also a good
deal of the music drama about the later Verdi
operas. And the music drama is not always
an advance on the lyric opera. Much depends
on the subject-matter ; much, too, on the breadth
of genius shown by the composer. The man
counts for more than the manner. Puccini is
surely more of a mere sentimentalist than even
the early Verdi ? He is certainly neither so wide
in understanding nor so deep in feeling as the
later Verdi or the later Rossini. Even as a
melodist, | suggpst, he is often commonplace. It
is true that the melodies of Bellini and the early
Verdi are much more thinly accompanied ; but
that is because they are usually so beautiful that
they need no rich harmonies nor polyphonic
weavings to support them—a thing we could say
of only a very few of Puccini’s tunes.

In short, I would suggest that the greatest
Italian opera composer is the later Verdi ; that
the greatest single Italian opera is Rossini’s
William Tell ; and that Bellini’s Norma, Doni-
zetti’s Pavorita, and the best of the early Verdi
are all as worthy of praise as the best of Puccini.

Verdi and Puccini worked on very different
lines, and | do not think that they can be
compared, because they cannot be judged from
the same angle. Puccini used his libretto as a
rather slender backbone or trellis on which he
wove his melodies. Verdi did not; and to
understand Verdi one must realise that for him
the story on which he built his opera was
immensely imix>stant, and even more important
than the story were the characters. Where
Puccini used all the means at his disposal—
orchestra and singers—to impress his audience
with an appropriate atmosphere, Verdi centred
all his energies on showing us personages that
are not mere musical creations, but truly human
men and women—beings with complex emotions
and plausible reactions to one another. He did
not always achieve his ideal, but nor did Puccini
always succeed in composing truly descriptive
music. But when Verdi did succeed the charac-
ter of his hero or heroine is brought to life by
his music as forcibly and surely as The David
came to life under Michelangelo’s chisel. The
greatest inspiration in Rigoletto is not (in spite
of what Mr. Salomone says) in “La donna e
mobile,” but in all the music of the hunchback
jester, who hates and casts ridicule on all around
him because he is himself an object of hate and
ridicule. And Trovatore, in spite of its many
failings, is a great opera, not on account of “ Di
quella pira,” but because Verdi’s genius has
given us Azucena; a wild, half-mad gipsy hag,
obsessed with the wish for vengeance, and torn
in two by a mixture of love and hate for Manrico
—hate because he lives instead of her own babe,
love because he is all she has left in the world,
and has unconsciously taken that very babe’s
place in her heart. | could quote many more,
Alda and Amneris are both of them deeply
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human, and Boccanegra, Otello, and Falstaff. And
the success of Traviata is not just because it
“contains a fine story and has many good arias,”
but because Violetta is at the same time the
principal character study and the prima donna
—a rare coincidence.

Mr. Salomone objects that none of Verdi’s
music is as romantic as that of Bohéme. No, it
is true, Verdi is not romantic. But did Puccini
ever write such a love duet as that of Otello ?
Whether Puccini’s work is faultless or not is a
matter of opinion, but Verdi must not be con-
demned for being unequal in excellence.

TENOR v. SOPRANO

| read with interest Mr. Ekborg’s further
queries on this question. | quite agree with him
that when the part of Octavian is sung by a
mezzo-soprano, it may seem somewhat unreal-
istic to the majority of twentieth-century opera-
lowrs. But we must not forget that if, in the
eighteenth century, a tenor were to have sung
the hero’s réle in an opera of Handel, Hasse,
or Scarlatti, to those audiences it would have
seemed just as unrealistic as we to-day find
their practice of having a soprano to sing the
tenor part. In those days the majority of tenors
were castrati, the mezzo-soprano being the
next most suitable voice for a heroic role, such
as that in Handel’s Xerxes.

Finally, there remains a purely technical point,
which may have some important bearing on the
matter. Were a tenor to take up Octavian’s
part, after “ Mariandel ” sheds her disguise, it
would naturally necessitate the final trio, preced-
ing the duet, being sung by two sopranos and a
tenor. Now there can be no doubt that from
the dynamic, colouristic, and contrapuntal points
of view, Richard Strauss found it far more satis-
factory to create such a number as this for
coloratura, medium, and mezzo-soprano. He
thus achieves a highly subtle and moving texture,
which no lover of true art could wish'to see
altered, even for the sake of the general effect.

INTERNATIONAL PRONUNCIATION

Commenting on Mr. Prince’s letter in your
issue of May 12, | should like to say that there
is no hard-and-fast rule regarding the pro-
nunciation of the “b” and “v” in Spanish.
The Spanish Academy endeavoured to bring this
about some years ago, and anyone wishing to
confirm this has only to look over the various
editions of the Gramatica de la Real Academia,
published during the last 40 or 50 years, and
he will find the one or more editions in which
tl e endeavour was made. It evidently gave it
up as a bad job, and in the edition of 1925—
the only one | now have—on page 496, under
“ Uso de Varias Letras en Particular,” “b, v,”
section 512, we read: “ Siendo en la mayor
parte de Espafia igual pronunciacion de la b
y la v, conviene tratar aqui de las dos, bien que
apartadas en el orden alfabético.” (As the pro-
nunciation of “b” and “v” is the same in
the greater part of Spain, it is well to deal
with both of them here, even though separate
by alphabetical order.)

The only “b” invariably pronounced as the
“b” in English is the one following “m,” as
in “ también,” “ tumba,” etc., or before a final
“n” of a preceding word, as in “un baston,”
“un banco.” The “v” is also more often than
not pronounced like “b” following an “n,”
as in “un velo,” “un vaso,” most Spaniards
and South Americans saying “un belo,” “un
baso.” For the rest, as a South American who
has also visited Spain and engaged in literary
work in Spanish, | can absolutely confirm Sefior
Martinez’s letter of April 4.

THE ROYAL TOUR

h e American stations have been providin«

us with a wonderful service of news about
their Majesties’ tour in Canada. In fact, it has
seemed to me that no matter when you make a
tour of the U.S.A. stations you were pretty sure
to find one or other of them engaged in a relay
or a recording of events in Canada. This
(Sunday) afternoon | have just been listening to
the ceremony of the unveiling of the National
War Memorial at Ottawa from W3XL, on
17.78 Mc/s (16.87 metres). Reception was first-
rate and every word of the King’s speech after
the unveiling came through as clearly as one
could wish. The commentary was so graphic
that, much as one would have liked to be able
to avail oneself of the trans-Atlantic television
that the future may bring, one could almost see
everything that was going on. W3XL, by the
way, announced a daily two-hours’ transmission
specially for this country from 17.00 to 19.00
B.ST. Under normal conditions you’ll find the
station easy to receive at good strength.

A CRITICISM

Referring to my recent note on the excellence of
relays from across the Atlantic to-day, and
particularly on the absence of background noises,
a Creetown reader says that the relay of the
description of the arrival of the King and
Queen didn’t quite bear out what | said. I'm
not so sure. Most unfortunately, a channel had
been chosen which turned out to be a poor one
for various reasons. But the relay was perhaps
not a bad example of what modern receiving
equipment can do when it has to deal with a
really difficult transmission. Had we been using
our sets on that channel, we shouldn’t have made
much Of it. | didn’t try for it direct via any
of the U.S.A. stations.

EFFECT—AND CAUSE

It lasted only
about five minutes ; then suddenly stopped and
was no more heard. In fact, | didn’t come across
it again until | switched on at the same time two
mornings later. Again it was present at all
settings ; again it suddenly stopped. Though I
tried at odd times during the day, | couldn’t
hear it again. Mystery! Light came during a
visit from my next-door neighbour, who pulled
a neat little case from his pocket and began an
enthusiastic description of the wonders of his
new electric razor. He has promised to have it

“silenced,” and 1 only hope he may be
successful.
AN ICELANDIC BROADCAST

One of the most interesting short-wave trans-
missions that | heard during the week came
from TFJ, the 12.23 Mc/s (24.52 metre) station
at Reykjavik in Iceland. Of course. I'd togged

TFJ long ago, but for one reason or another |
had never bothered to listen very much to its
transmissions ; the language anyhow is not in my
limited repertoire’. But whilst moving from the
15 Mc/s to the 11 Mc/s band | hit upon some
fine choral singing and stopped to listen.
Reference to the calibration chart showed that
the station was TFJ, and at the end of the item
e then in progress the announcer spoke in English,
naming the station and introducing a talk. This
was on some recent discoveries of Icelandic
weapons of the eleventh century at a place in
North America hundreds of miles from the sea.
The genuineness of the weapons is undoubted,
and there can’t be two opinions about the
period from which they date. Unless they were
taken at a later date to the place where they
were found buried—"*which seems unlikely—they
go to prove that Icelanders visited America and
went far inland at about the time of the Norman
Conquest. I’ve noted TFJ as worthy of more
attention in future, and | advise you to try the
station on Sundays.

“LUXEMBOURG EFFECTS”

It used to be thought that the Luxembourg
Effect, in which one station appears as a strong
background to another on an entirely different
wavelength could be caused only by long-wave
stations—a long-wave station, that is, might
“ haunt” the transmissions of a medium-wave
station like a kind of radio ghost, though one
medium-wave station could not affect another
in the same way. But Professor V. A. Bailey,
who was the first to explain the Luxembourg
Effect, has shown that medium-wave transmitters
can interact with one another and produce
Luxembourg Effects, provided that one of them
has a carrier-wave of a particular length, which
depends on its locality. Professor Bailey caHs
this the gyro-wavelength.* He published the
calculated gyro-wavelengths for several European
areas and gave a list of stations in these areas
whose wavelengths were near enough to that of
the local gyro-wave for them to cause inter-
action. Only one station in the new. plan
(Copenhagen, on 228.7 m.) have one of his local
gyro-wavelengths. | hope that he will examine
the Montreux Plan and predict which, if any,
of the stations in its list are likely to cause inter-
action effects when the plan comes into force
next March.

ON KILIMANJARO

A forestry officer, at present home on leave from
British East Africa, writes from Sussex to tell
me of the excellent short-wave reception that he
obtains in the Tanganyika Territory with an
aerial of the most unorthodox kind. His work
takes him to the slcz&gs_ of Kilimanjaro, the
highest mountain in riCa, and his reception
takes place in his various camps at an altitude
of some 4,000 feet. The aerial ? Well, some time
ago he ordered a length of cabled insulated aerial
wire, which arrived neatly coiled in a box. And
in that box it just stays, except for a couple of
feet or so running from the box, placed on top
of the receiver, to the aerial terminal! A pretty
queer kind of aerial ; but it works. | suppose
that the coiled cable and the earthed chassis of
the set form between them a capacity collector,
which happens to suit the set fairly well. | can't
help thinking, though, that he’d get even better
results if the aerial wire came out of its box and
was suspended between two handy trees. One
advantage about conducting short-wave reception
on Kilimanjaro is that there’s no man-made
interference to worry about.

British Stations

(By our Stockholm Correspondent)

T is extremely difficult, not to say impossible,

to give a general statement about the reception
in Sweden of foreign stations in general, and
of British stations in particular, and this chieiiy
for two reasons. The first is the length of the
country—1,200 miles, of which a considerable
part is in the Arctic Circle. The second reason
—the enormous difference in light conditions
in winter and in summer—is a consequence of
the first.

The reception of stations in the medium-wave
band is very good in the winter, the stations
coming in clearly at about 4 or 5 p.m. or even
earlier. About the time of the spring equinox
the curve falls very rapidly, At this time of the
year medium-wave stations come in about
9 p.m. Later in the summer the same stations do
not come in clearly until about 10 p.m. or even
later. In the autumn the curve rises again,
rapidly in the middle of September, until winter
conditions are reached. Of course, this is only a
general statement, as the conditions vary enor-
mously: the British stations are better on the
west coast, for example, than elsewhere.

Conditions may be described as follows:—

Droitwich : Very fair reception at night and

in the daytime.

Stagshaw ; Very good just now—reception in

daylight at Goteborg.

Radio’s New

NE of the most striking things about an

American broadcasting studio is that much
of the conversation is carried on in a strange
language entirely incomprehensible to the lay-
man.

On a recent visit to the United States | was
fortunate enough to be allowed to visit one of
the broadcasting companies’ studios. As soon
as we arrived an executive dashed up and
greeted my guide and myself something like
this:—

“You two guys get along to the fish bowl and
ril be seeing you. We’re starting the heartbreak
as soon as the fairy godfather and the scout-
master turn up. The show is a one-shot tear-
jerker.”

Translated, | found that what he said was:—

“You two go along to the observation booth
and ni see you later. We’re starting the re-
hearsal as soon as the sponsor and the advertis-
ing agency executives arrive. The show is a
‘feature” [not part of a series] with a sad
theme.”

This studio slang has developed until it now
covers every possible aspect of broadcasting.

Since American advertisers spend the equiva-
lent of over £23,0(X),000 annually in sponsored
radio programmes or “commercials,” it is but
natural that sponsors and their advertising
agencies should have a prominent place in the
new language. Thus, the term *“ heartbreak ”
signifies an audition before a sponsor who is
considering hiring the show. A “ fairy god-
father ” is a sponsor who, once having hired a
show, does not interfere overmuch in the details.
“ Clientitis ” is trouble with the sponsor.

There does not appear to be a slang term
for a sponsor who is hard to please: perhaps
the mildest they say about him is more than
slang! A talent salesman from the advertising
agency is a “ fiesh pedlar.” Major and minor
executives are known as *“ scoutmasters” and
“ Rover boys ” respectively.  An unimportant
employee from the agency is a “ grasshopper.”

The orchestra has also been completely re-
named. The leader is a “ peacock,” the trombone

As for other European stations, the German
ones are far superior to the British in the south
and middle parts of Sweden, whereas in other
parts the difference is not so great. Some
Russian stations occasionally interfere with
British stations, as also does Jerusalem.

As a general conclusion, the reception of
British stations is fair in Sweden (except in parts
of the big cities, where all foreign reception is
hampered by disturbances of a local nature), and
there is nearly always the possibility of hearing
at least one or two stations on an ordinary set
of 4 or 5 valves.

player a “ putty blower,” the xylophone player a
“ woodchopper,” while the name “ old sexton”
denotes the bass soloist.

Sheet music is known for some obscure reason
as “long underwear,” and a “long underwear
gang ” is merely an orchestra which plays the
various pieces in a stereotyped manner instead
of having its own variations.

The microphone and artists’ reactions to it
are all vividly described. Microphones are “ hot”
or “ dead ” according to whether they are turned
on or off. An artist who gradually works close
to the microphone is a “ creeper” or “ mike
mugger.” “ Mike Hog” is the name given to
one who presses closer to the microphone than
the others, while the performers who understand
microphone technique are * mike wise.” Work-
ing so close to the microphone that volume is
too high is “ bending the needle” and not, as
we should say, distortion.

Maoy graphic terms are, |1 found, in use to
describe the artists themselves and their
peculiarities. Thus, a “town aier ” is a singer
with too much volume, and a “ scooper” one
who slurs his notes. A performer who overacts
the climax to a play “ hams the O. Henry,” one
who misses his cue “ grows a beard,” while the
artist who gives a poor performance “lays an
egg,” in radio slang.

A comedian in any sponsored programme must
beware of “ pulling an offside,” as Americans
term using an improper gag. This ofTence is
just as likely to land a performer “ on the
beach,” or out of a job, in the United States as
it is here. American sponsors are every whit
as careful of their reputations in this respect as
are the BBC, and with good reason. Any offence
given by a performer during a sponsored pro-
gramme will naturally reflect unfavourably on
the sponsors.

the majority belong to private companies and
are maintained by “advertising,” will be re-
placed by an official broadcasting service, con-
sisting of a limited number of stations of a
higher power. If called upon to serve the
national cause, broadcasting will be under the
authority of the Minister of the Interior, and
more immediately under the Department of
Press and Propaganda.

The first sta®e of the reorganisation com-
prises the installation of more powerful trans-
mitters. Madrid 1 is to be 120 kW ; Madrid 2,
5 kW ; Barcelona, 50 kW ; Saragossa, 30 kW ;
Seville, 7 kW ; and after that the erection of
fifteen small transmitters to be used as relay
stations. A short-wave station, with a power
of 40 kW, now in course of construction, has
for its objective partly the establishment of con-
tact with Spaniards living in foreign countries
and partly the transmission of programmes in-
tended for Spanish colonies and the Spanish-
speaking countries of Latin-America.

The official plan envisages the radio conquest
of the most remote village: to that end a num-
ber of receiving sets will be distributed free to
schools, public institutions, and the meeting-
places of the Phalangists. The Government is en-
deavouring to establish a national wireless indus-
try, capable of producing a standard receiver, in
order to encourage communal listening.

The licence taxes, instituted by a Decree of
December 5 last, in the regions then already
conquered by the Nationalist forces, will be
applied to the entire country. These taxes, rang-
ing from 2.50 to 100 pesetas, are assessed on a
somewhat complicated system: distinction is
drawn not only between crystal and valve sets,
between private use and public use of a set, but
also between different categories of set-owners
(graded according to the rent of their dwellings
or to their occupations). There is in prospect a
further tax of 10 pesetas for each additional
loudspeaker installed in a public establishment.
On the other hand, there are a number of
exemptions, notably for hospitals, prisons, wel-
fare societies, and other public and State institu-
tions. Penalties for “ pirate ” listeners are severe,
and range from 100 to 500 pesetas. Since, how-
ever, the total revenue from all the taxes is
not sufficient to balance the expenses of broad-
casting, the National Government maintain
radio-advertising and give a certain preference to
“ sponsored ” concerts.

An
elaborate system of gestures has been developed
to allow the production man to communicate
with those in the studio from his adjacent glass
booth as well as for communication between the
performers themselves. This sign language has
been developed to the point where the Columbia
Broadcasting System has had drawings of these
signs made and incxirporated into a booklet
which is distributed to the engineers, produc-
tion men, and performers.

Signs are used to direct the performers to
speed up or slow down, sing louder or softer,
get closer to or move away from the micro-
phone, and also to indicate how the programme
stands for time.

Naturally, all radio performers are not, at
first, familiar with these signs, and a story is
told of one singer who looked up during a
broadcast to see the production man with his
finger at his nose. 'I'ne singer was furious,
taking the gesture as an insult to his perform-

ance. He took a lot of persuading that it was

a standard sign that the programme was “ on

the nose "—in other words, exactly to schedule!

The Theatrical

Garden Party

'AH E television mobile units will again break

fresh ground when they take viewers to the
scene of two most interesting events early in
June: one of strong appeal to lovers of sport,
and the other a colourful and entertaining
function of much wider interest.

On the afternoon of June 1 television cameras
will be taken for the first time to a golf course
to see part of a match between Reg. Whitcombe
and Bobby Locke, the South African champion,
to be played at Coombe Hill, Surrey, some nine
miles from Hyde Park Corner. Three cameras,
two of which will be mobile, will be so disposed
as to permit the televising of as much of the
game as possible.

Close-up views of the golfers will allow their
different methods of play to be followed, and,
as the greens of Coombe Hill are notoriously
difficult, it should be interesting to watch the
careful way in which professional golfers take
their putts. Bernard Darwin will give the
commentary.

The other first-time programme will afford
viewers the opportunity of “attending” the
Theatrical Garden Party at Ranelagh via the
medium of television. On the afternoon of
June 6 television cameras will roam the gardens
and sideshows and give viewers the impression
of being right in the midst of the throng of
famous stage and screen artists who attend this
annual function held in aid of theatrical
charities.

The transmission will begin with the opening
ceremony by Mr. Noel Coward, President of the
Actors’ Orphanage ; a visit will be paid to the
Tyrolese Beer Garden for an excerpt from the
Ivor Novello show The Dancing Years, and then
will follow a tour of the sideshows. Fortunes
will be told, interesting personalities interviewed,
and a balloon race held.

A Viewer's
Point of View

The Chronicles of an Ordinary Man-in-the-
Street who has become a Regular Viewer of
Television.

T did not surprise me that the News Reels

were rated high in order of preference as pro-
gramme material in the recent Television Ques-
tionnaire. News reels appeal particularly to the
occasional and to the new viewer, and are pos-
sibly the most important use to which the cine-
matograph is put in the television service—
excepting, perhaps, the ingenious film scenus that
are sometimes worked into the plays otherwise
acted in the Alexandra Palace studios. Occasion-
ally it is quite difficult to pick out which is
film and which is “ A.P.” Generally, however,
the subject-matter of the presumed film scene,
together with the slight unsteadiness that seems
to be inevitable in the cinema process, give the
game away.

Film Revivals

Recently we were treated to a few selections
from very old Charles Chaplin silent films, with
a “ period ” musical accompaniment on a piano.
The photographic and technical side of these
films compared badly with present-day efforts,
of course, but their television presentation was
none the less interesting—and amusing! A few
more revivals of old silent films would be wel-
come. Many of us missed seeing such milestones
of “movie ” technique as The Birth of a Nation
and Intolerance, or the great Italian film Cabiria
—agreat films of twenty or more years ago. Then
there are the big films of the last days of the
silent screen, now ten years old, such as Ben
Hur, The Gold Rush, and Captain Blood. All
of these films are surely not so badly “ dated ”
in production values as to make them useless as
modern entertainment ?  With a good musical
score, and televised at their correct speed of
projection, a few of the better silent films should
still be capable of giving us some of the satis-
faction that they did when we used to have to
pay ninepence to go into a cinema instead of
the modern high-class entrance fees of 2s. 5d,
and 3s. 6d.

Slap-Stick Comedy

A style of humour that was the mainstay of
the old slapstick-comedy films still holds its
own ; | refer to the variations of the “ dignity-
caught-napping ” type of humour that are the
province—or rather, target—of the custard pie.
Richard Hearne’s sketch. Take Two Eggs, tele-
vised last week, is a modern form of the old
Keystone custard-pie-throwing comedy, in which
the consumable stage properties (or ammunition)
included dough, chocolate cake, a trout, eggs,
treacle, and water, most of which found their
way on to the faces or clothes of Richard Hearne
and George Nelson. My entire household, to-
gether with two or three friends who had hap-
pened to call, literally shrieked with joy at this
sketch, which would seem to contain all the
correct ingredients for television broad comedy.
Apart from the excellence of the sketch itself,
the multitude of pots and pans, stoves and other
impedimenta that furnished Mr. Hearne’s kitchen
seemed to be exactly the type of “ scenery ” that
registers well on television. Charles Heslop’s
“In the Barber’s Chair ” is another regular item
on the programmes which uses a number of
stage properties that might be described as
“ photogenic.”

Hollywood magnates are said to put a high
value on any scene that produces from an audi-
ence a “ belly laugh,” which is the somewhat
vulgar (yet accurate) description of the spon-
taneous, uncontrolled laughter that seems to

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Short-Wave Transmitting

Aerilals

The design of a short-wave transmitting

aerial presents a number of interesting
problems which may be summarised as
follows :-~

(@) The energy radiated should he confined
to as narrow a beam as is required for
the particular service.

(b) The angle of incidence to the E Region
should be controllable.

(c) It should be capable of dissipating the
energy fed into.it without the risk of
electrical failure by current heating or
by corona discharge.

(d) Mechanically it tnust be strong enough
to resist successfully the greatest wind
and ice loads to which it might be
subjected.

The subject of radio-frequency feeder lines

was discussed in an article in this series on
April 14, 1939.

¢ * «. «

T is fortunate that at the high frequencies

used for long-distance communication, short
lengths of wire will resonate and become efficient
radiators of hiih-frequency energy. Many
complex forms of aerial arrays with highly
specialised functions are thus possible in a
relatively small space. Most of these arrays can
be resolved, however, into a number of half-
wave elements which may be disposed either
vertically or horizontally, and which are
arranged so as to ensure that the energy radiated
by all individual elements is additive in the de-
sired direction, while cancellation takes place in
other directions. Another type of array obtains
this result by the existence of a travelling wave,
and several forms of both types are used, or
have been used, at the BBC Empire Station at
Daventry.

The practical advantages of the non-resonant
types are <vell known, and the usefulness of an
array which will accept and radiate efficiently
any one of a number of frequencies allotted to
a station is obvious at first sight. On considera-
tion, however, of the conditions applying at a

high-powerbroadcasting
station the balance be-
comes more in favour of
the resonant type.

In the first place, it is
found that three or
more frequencies have
to be radiated simul-
taneously in the same
direction during any
one transmission period.
Three or more arrays
must therefore be used
at the same time and it
is clear that this number
could not be reduced even if the arrays were
of non-resonant type. Secondly, although means
exist making it possible to match an array to a
feeder line at a number of frequencies this
entails the expense and inconveniene of a
complex switching system.

Finally, even if the feeder termination is satis-
factorily made, high-frequency feeder lines in
practice are rarely suitable for treatment as con-
tinuous transmission lines, and the loading
effects of, for example, line-insulator capacity and
changes of direction of the line are determined
by the particular frequency being carried and
must be balanced at that frequency.

Non-resonant types which require a terminat-
ing resistance to suppress backward radiation
are unsuitable owing to the difficulty of provid-
ing the necessary resistance of constant charac-
teristics at high power and the method is
wasteful in power. The array is less efficient,
therefore, than other types.

A series of tests and experiments, described
in detail in a paper recently read before the
I.LE.E. by Messrs. L. W. I*yes and B. N.
MacLarty, have led to the adoption at the
Empire Station of the stacked horizontal-element
array for most purposes, while short-distance
services are covered by dipoles or “ horizontal-
V 7 arrays.

The tests incorporated comparative tests of
many types of array which were made to carry
the normal Empire Services. For details of these
tests the reader is referred to the original paper,

Daventry 17 in,, 14 m., and 19 m. aeruils with i-eflectors.

as space is not available here for more than the
conilusions drawn from them, namely: —

(a) Horizontal arrays are better than vertical
arrays for the Empire Service.

{b) It is probably unnecessary for most pur-
poses to consider the use of more than
four elements one above the other in the
vertical plane.

(c) The bottom element should, generally, be
not less than one wavelength above
ground, although in certain cases it may
be desirable to increase this distance to
two wavelengths, while for other services,
0.3 wavelength may be more suitable.

A unit of a stacked array has the general form
shown diagrammatically in Fig. 1 (a), and com-,
prises eight half-wave elements fed in uniphase
by a parallel-wire feeder. The standard type
array contains four such units and has, there-
fore, a total of 32 elements.

Let us consider how an array of this kind will
satisfy the requirements listed above, first with
reference to its directivity.

The width of the radiated beam required is
determined by the angle subtended by the area
it is requir® to serve. New Zealand, for
example, subtends about 55° and the high
directivity of a point-to-point array is obviously
not wanted. The width being determined, the
theoretical polar diagram of the necessary array
can be calculated. The half-wave element which
forms the sub-unit of the array is said to have
a “figure-8 ” diagram in the horizontal plane.

Fig. 1—(a) Stacked array unit; (b) two-unit array; (c) typical four-unit array.



In combining eight half-wave elements to form
the array unit. Fig. 1 (a), a power distribution
diagram is obtained with a beam of 6S’
measured between bearings on which the field-
strength is 6 dB down on the maximum-
powered bearing. The direction of maximum
radiation in the horizontal plane will be normal
to the plane containing the elements.

If greater concentration is permissible, addi-
tional array units may be added, as in Fig. 1 (i»),
leading to greater gain in the required direction,
while the addition of a reflector becomes possible
if service is required in one direction only. In
Table I, columns 2 and 3, are listed the
theoretical directivity and beam width of arrays
commonly used at the Empire Station, and a
study of these figures shows the importance of
the short-wave array as a link in the chain of
communication.

* Ratio of powers to be supplied respectively to
a_hypothetical aerial, radiating uniformly in all
directions, and to a directive aerial in order to
obtain equal field intensities at a distant point in
the most favoured direction of the directive aerial.
Reflector assumed 85 per cent, efficient in forward
direction.

It will be seen that a gain of nearly 3 dB in
the forward direction is obtained on the arrays
provided with a reflector. Perhaps an even more
important purpose served by the reflector is the
elimination of “back echo” at the distant re-
ceiver. This echo effect in a distant receiver is
due to the reception of the same signal at times
separated by a fraction of a second. This occurs
when propagation conditions are good along the
complete great-circle path joining the transmitter
and receiver. Under these conditions radiation
will reach, say, India, in one-fiftieth of a second
in the forward direction by the short path, while
the wave travelling backwards via the West
Indies will arrive nearly one-tenth of a second
later.

The projection angle of the major lobe in the
vertical plane, measured from the horizontal, is
listed in Table I, column 4 ; it is determined by
the height of the array above ground. It is
found that the angle corresponding to one wave-
length above ground is usually satisfactory, but
for distances of only 2,000 miles a height of one
half-wavelength is superior.  For still shorter
distances, an aerial with a projection angle of
30° or more is required, and for this purpose,
single half-wave elements elevated one half-wave-
length above the ground have been used with
success.

However suitable an array may be in other
ways it is useless if it is unable to dissipate the
transmitter’s output of energy without risk of
electrical failure. Many arrays of otherwise
admirable charaaeristics have to be rejected
when a radio-frequency input to the array of
too kW modulated at 100 per cent, may need
to be dissipated. On this count, the stacked
array gains many points.

ELECTRICAL CHARACTERISTICS
The simple form of single unit array. Fig. 1 (a),
has eight half-wave elements, so that for a
carrier input of 100 kW each element can be
made to dissipate only 12.5 kW.

The precautions to be observed are, first, that
the power is equally distributed between ele-
ments and, second, that the elements are fed in
uniphase. On both these points will depend the
factor of safety as well as the ~rformance of
the array. The necessary conditions are ful-
filled by careful attention to the accuracy of the
physical dimensions of each section of the array
and the avoidance of reactive loads across the
feeder line. By these measures each element is
made to form a resistance load and the pairs of
elements are fed at exactly 180° intervals along
the feeder.

The power distribution in such an array has
been tested experimentally by the insertion of
radio-frequency ammeters in the centres of the
elements of a service array. The meters were read
by telescope when the array was energised, and
complete symmetry of power distribution was
observed.

The length of element used at Daventry is
from 0.45 wavelength to 0.46 wavelength, the
precise figure being determined by the frequency.
These figures refer to elements made of No. 12
S.W.G. wire with end insulators of 1.6 and 2.0
i*I*F capacitance.

The interstack feeder can be made a complete
physical half-wavelength only if care is taken
to minimise the loading effect of the spacing-
insulator capacitance. The insulators are kept
to a minimum in number and capacitance, and
are attached to the line with 90° separation so
that they are largely self-correcting.

Any loading, owing to insulator capacitance
across the interstack feeders, will have the effect
of changing the projection angle from the figure
intended.

Let us consider now the vertical feeder line
connecting the array to the transmission line.
This section carries the full power inpul to the
array and careful attention to voltage distribu-

tion is essential if corona discharge is to be
avoided.

its physical characteristics from the expression:

These characteristics are selected as suitable
for the transmission of power efficiently and
economically, and at Daventry wires of No. 6
S.W.G. copper are used, spaced 12 inches apart.
This gives a surge impedance of 550 ohms, and
from equation (3) it follows that the array must
have an input impedance of this order.

Using the lengths of elements given above, it
is found that the highest excursion of impedance
(equation 2) occurs with Z,, equal to approxi-
mately 750 ohms. This can be reduced further
by the use of feeder-spacing insulators bearing
corona rings of greater diameter than normal at
the appropriate places—i.e., where the real part
of equation (1) is equal to the surge impedance
of the line.

Alternatively, a length of transmission line
may be used for matching in the manner
described originally by Sterba and Feldman, to
which reference is made later.

It will be found that errors in length of
element of only a few per cent, will result in a
totally different input impedance. Maximum
impedance along the line may exceed six times
the surge impedance .and the array will be quite
unsuitable for high-power service, owing to the
very high voltages developed on the vertical
feeders. This is due, in some measure, to the
electrical characteristics of the elements. From the
expression, neglecting the radiation resistance:

Zs=-iZo CO/&where | = Length of element)

it will be seen that the element will present a
reactive load if its length is greater or less than
the critical value which makes it electrically
exactly one half-wavelength. An “uivalent
parallel reactance across the feeders' appears,
therefore, and with it a serious defect in the
system. This cannot be corrected by matching
at the base of the feeders in the normal manner,
and adjustment in the length of elements is
necessary.

Where the array is one of the type having two
or more units, each bay is matched to the feeder
line in the manner described earlier and the two
bays are then paralleled. The resultant Zf,/2
junction is then matched to the main trans-
mission line.

In paralleling two bays it is essential to make
the junction electrically equidistant from each
set of radiators. Similarly, care must be taken
that the phase of the driving power is not turned
through 180° by reversal of the leads to one of
the bays. Errors of this kind would result in a
phase difference between the energy fed to the
individual bays, and in the swinging of the
direction of radiation due to the angular lead
given to one bay or the other.

The present article has dealt with the first
three of the problems enumerated at the begin-
ning. The fourth problem, also the matching
and slewing of aerial arrays, will form the sub-
ject of another article in the near future.

Resonant Short-Wave Aerials

ecent correspondence in World-Radio

has shown how 10 m. reception can be
improved by using an aerial 16 ft. 6 in. long.
The reason for the choice of this particular
length may, at first, be puzzling to many readers.
It is bound up with the question of resonance
and resonant aerials.

When the tuning condenser of a receiver is
adjusted to give maximum signal strength from
a station, the circuit—consisting of coil and
condenser—is being tuned to resonance at the
frequency of the incoming signal. When the
circuit is exactly at resonance the greatest output
(strongest signal) is obtained from it. The prin-
ciple implied here is true of any circuit con-
taining inductance and capacity. At the resonant
frequency, which is determined by the value of
the inductance and capacity used, the greatest
power will be developed in the circuit by an
incoming wave.

Every aerial has inductance and capacity.
They are not in an easily recognisable form—
like the coil and the condenser—but they are
spread out over the length of the wire. Since
every aerial has these attributes, it is plain that
each aerial must have a resonant frequency, to
which it is tuned by its natural values of induc-
tance and capacity. Because these properties are
distributed along the aerial it follows that if
a piece of the wire is cut off, the resonant
frequency will become higher, since both com-
ponents have been reduced. Comparing the
aerial again to a receiver circuit, this is just the
same as simultaneously removing some turns
from the coil and decreasing the capacity of
the tuning condenser.

A moment’s thought will show that for each

frequency there should be a particular length of
aerial which is resonant and which will extract
the maximum power from wireless signals arriv-
ing on that frequency. This is, in fact, the
case, and the physical length of an aerial sus-
pended free in space is almost exactly half
the fundamental resonant wavelength. Thus,
for example, a resonant aerial for 50 m. recep-
tion will be approximately 25 m. long. It is
at once apparent why these aerials have become
known as “ half-wave ” aerials.

It is important to notice that this argu-
ment applies only to aerials which are not
“ earthed.” An aerial which is “earthed” at
one end—through a receiver coupling coil, for
example—resonates at a wavelength equal to jour
times its physical length, and is, therefore, known
as a “quarter-wave ” aerial. From its pioneer
use by Marconi it is also known as the Marconi
aerial. The earthed quarter-wave aerial, how-
ever, does not invariably give such a marked
improvement as the half-wave type on short-
wave reception. For that reason the Marconi
aerial is not dealt with here at any greater length,
but for the experimentally-minded listener it
offers scope for investigation, particularly on the
longer short waves where the question of space
available may become a serious problem.

It has been stated previously that the length
of a so-called “ half-wave ” aerial is not exactly
half a wavelength. One of the principal reasons
for this is that a practical aerial is not suspended
perfectly “ free in space,” and therefore has not
perfectly distributed inductance and capacity.
Table 1 gives the working lengths, in feet and
inches, of half-wave aerials which resonate at
wavelengths in the principal short-wave bands.

The length is not critical to a few inches, since
the resonance response curve is not sharp. For
any waveband not given in the table, the length,
in feet, of a half-wave aerial is obtained to a
satisfactory approximation on multiplying the
wavelength, in metres, by 1.57. Incidentally,
calculation by this formula shows why half-wave
aerials are suitable only for use on short wave-
lengths. A half-wave aerial for 300 metres
would have to be over 150 yards long, and a
similar aerial on long waves would stretch for
about half a mile!

The figures given in the table indicate the
lengths from the aerial terminal of the receiver
to the far end of the wire. Strictly speaking,
the argument is true only for wires which run
in a straight line. However, it remains very
nearly true even if there is a bend in the wire,
providing the angle contained by the bend is
not less than 90 degrees. The aerials may be
erected horizontally or vertically.

The arrangement so far described has been
of the fundamental single half-wave type. The
aerial also remains resonant, however, if its
length is increased to any number of complete
half waves. This means that on 21 m., for
example, either the fundamental length of 33 ft.
may be used, or 66 ft. or 99 ft.,, and so on.
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This also means that an aerial designed to be
resonant at one wavelength will be resonant at
all the harmonics of that wavelength. A 33 ft.
aerial, which is half a wavelength long at
21 m., will carry two half waves on 10.5 m.,
so that it may be used as a resonant aerial for
both wavelengths.

Another interesting point concerning resonant
aerials arises when the length is increased beyond
a single half wave. A vertical aerial, whatever its
length in half waves, will receive equally well
from all directions. Every horizontal resonant
aerial, however, has directional properties which
vary according to the number of half waves in
use. The simple single horizontal half-wave
aerial receives best from directions at right angles
to the direction of the length of the wire—i.e., if
the wire lies north and south it will receive
best from those stations which lie east and west.
On this aerial, reception from directions in line
with the run of the wire will be somewhat
weaker than reception from other directions.
When the length of the aerial is increased in
terms of half waves the directional properties
become more pronounced, and the angles of
directivity change. Table 2 gives figures indicat-
ing the angles of best and minimum reception
in degrees relative to the direction in which the
wire runs. The aerial is considered to lie along
the 0 to 180 degree line.

In practice, if a receiving aerial is only one or
two half waves long the directional properties
can be almost ignored. If the aerial contains
more than two half waves it should be laid out,
if possible, so that the lobes of maximum recep-
tion coincide either with the particular country
which it is wished to hear, or to fall over general
areas which contain interesting stations. A
world map drawn on a great circle projection is
useful in this connexion, though bearings to a
near enough approximation may be obtained
from the article, “ Great Circle Paths” in
World-Radio for December 23, 1938.

The question of height, as well as of length,
is of considerable importance in the design of
resonant aerials. It is an interesting fact, dis-
covered by experiment, that short-wave signals
from the most distant stations arrive at an angle
of between 10 and 30 degrees to the horizontal.
What we may call the *“ vertical response ” of
a resonant aerial varies with its height above the
ground, and the aerial height for maximum
reception at low angles should not be less than
half a wavelength at the resonant frequency. In
any case, however, these resonant aerials, like any
other short-wave aerials, should be placed high
enough to be free from shielding.

Although they are designed for maximum
results on a particular frequency and its har-
monics, these aerials will give reception at other
wavelengths quite comparable to that on an
ordinary aerial, and since the resonance curves
are not sharp, one resonant aerial may often
be made to serve for two wavelengths which
are not in strict harmonic relationship. An
aerial 77 ft. 9 in. long, for instance, will have
its fundamental resonance on the 49 m. band
and will be sufficiently resonant to give improved
results on 25 m. stations. Similarly, an aerial
which is resonant at 31 m. will be almost
resonant on 16 m. W. A. R

They were
kept from going too far by soldiers and Quebec
police who, we were told, were in black with
white belt, hat, and gloves—a very striking
uniform.

From W3XL, at 16.00, we heard a further
account of the Royal visit and were taken to
the Red Room of Parliament House where we
were privileged to hear many distinguished
visitors being introduced to their Majesties.

This short ceremony over, we once again
followed the King and Queen as they drove to
the Citadel. It was at this point that we heard
a personal message from the King to his Captains,
conveyed via radio. In it his Majesty thanked
the men for what they had done and said both
the Queen and himself were looking forward to
meeting the Captains later in the tour.

As a climax, W2XAD, at 19.00, took listeners
to the ballroom of the Chéateau Frontenac to
hear the speeches at the luncheon in honour of
the Royal visit. After the toasts we first of all
heard Mr. Mackenzie King, who officially wel-
comed the King and Queen to Canada. Next
came a short speech in French from Senator
Dandurand, of the Senate, in which he spoke of
the close co-operation between France and
Britain.

Then came the first speech by the King in
his present tour. He spoke of how both the

“RANGER"

He was,
he said, the first British King to cross the
Atlantic and land on North American soil, it
being fitting that the first visit of a reigning
monarch to his Empire should be to the senior
Dominion. Following this, his Majesty, in fluent
French, answered the welcome of Senator
Dandurand, commenting on how happily French
and English lived side by side in Qudbec.
With the playing of “ God “ave the King”
this broadcast concluded, although by means of
the Press Radio Bureau we kept in touch, the
remainder of the day, with the Royal couple.

AUSTRALIAN PARROTS

Here is an account of a broadcast heard from
our old friend, VK2ME, at the other side of
the world.

An interesting talk was heard from VK2ME, at
08.00 on May 14. At 07.50 | tuned in a selection
by Troise and his Mandoliers. Then came the
five o’clock chimes followed by the talk.

“ Parrots,” we were told, “ prefer the Southern
Hemisphere.” In Australia are many different
kinds. Their plumages are magnificent and
resemble a rainbow splashed lavishly over their
bodies. Others have colours that merge into the
surroundings, forming a complete camouflage.

One of the largest of the parrot species in
Australia is the cockatoo, and it is distinguished
from the ordinary parrot by its higher bill, and
a long, broad, and rounded tail. The name is
derived from its harsh cry. These birds are
generally white, often tinged with red, orange,
and other colours. They have large heads,
crowned by crests of yellow and pink feathers,
which, they can raise at will, and expand like a
fan. Unlike parrots, they speak very few words.
